 Tomlinson (married to Michel). Howard preceded Freda into the presence of
the 

 Lord in 2001. 
 Freda’s life revolved around music and church. She was a pianist at her

father-in- 
 law’s churches (The Bishop Homer A. Tomlinson) followed by the Syosset

 Church, Calvary Baptist Church (now Cornerstone Bible Church) and finally

Faith 
 Evangelical Free Church (now Ascend Church). Besides playing piano she led

various choirs, music groups and accompanied various accomplished soloists.
Homer and Freda together toured various churches with Freda at the piano,
Homer 

 at the trumpet as they sang their praise to the Lord. 
 Freda graduated from SUNY Stony Brook Conservatory of Music with a

degree in 
 Voice and she went on to teach music at North Shore Christian School for 20

years. 
 She also took great joy in giving the money she earned as a piano teacher to 

 various ministries, in particular to Youth for Christ who she supported starting
in 

 the 1960s and continued right up to her passing. 
 She leaves behind her sons Clifford and Steven, seven
