Robert attended Brooklyn Tech High School and then went on to receive his
B.S. in Electrical Engineering from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology
in 1955. He then served as a First Lieutenant in the U.S. Air Force before
pursuing his Ph.D. in Nuclear Physics at the University of Maryland, where he
was part of the university’s first class to be awarded degrees in the field in
1963.

Robert had a distinguished career in aerospace and energy, spanning 40
years. He contributed to some of the most visible scientific advancements of
the 20th century, including leading the design team for the Apollo missions’
reentry vehicles. He later led teams in pioneering energy technology, earning
multiple patents for his work.

Above all, Robert cherished his family. A charismatic host, he was known for
his warmth, wit, and sense of fun. He loved his dogs, Fred and Dudley. He
was a deeply passionate man who consumed and shared culture in equal
measure. The importance Robert placed on his community will be felt by all
who knew him for years to come.



He is survived by Gloria, his loving wife of 65 years. He was a devoted father
to three children: Robert (Joana), Michelle Kildunne (Stephen), and Donna
Butler (Michael). Robert loved his six grandchildren (Julian, 14, Catherine, 30,
Christopher, 28, Alexandra, 24, Leo, 20, Henry, 17). He was an adoring
grandfather who will be remembered for his levity and his deep investment in
all their lives.
